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The SHIP DATA SHEETS (Volume I) are a collection of data concerning each class of major warships com-
pleted by the countries of the world during the years 1890 through 1945. The information has been
compiled and tabulated in a form that allows the maximum amount of data to be presented in as small a
space as possible. The information provides the gamer with all the data needed to play SEEKRIEG 4
and has not been converted to game units so that the information may be used for other purposes as
well. The data presented is that of the ship as it was completed and does not include any refits,
modifications or additions. A seperate set of SHIP DATA SHEETS (Volume II) will be available which
will contain re-armament and refit information for all the Battleships, Battlecruisers, Heavy and
Light Cruisers, Destroyers and Aircraft Carriers included in Volume I.

All entries are presented by country and grouped by the general ship type (i.e. Battleships and
Battlecruisers, Heavy Cruisers, Light Cruisers, Destroyers, etc.). The classes are presented in
chronological order (except for a few entries) and although only the class name is given for each
listing, there is a ship class listing beginning on Page 55. When space permits, all the names of
the ships in each class are given. However, those classes too large to fit all the ship names are
denoted by three periods after the name of the last ship listed. In general, the most prominent
ships (in terms of war service) are included and they are not presented in any specific order.
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In order to assist you in finding the information you need until you become familiar with the format
of the SHIP DATA SHEETS, the drawing and key below have been included.

Name of the class (usually the first one launched or completed).

Number, size (in inches) and caliber of main armament guns.

As above except for the secondary battery guns.

As B. except for the tertiary battery guns.

The penetration class of the gqun (see CHART R)

. The Loss Factor or the number of Damage Points the ship can take before it will lose one of the
guns in this battery (calculated by dividing the total DP of the ship by the total number of guns -.
in the particular battery). In cases where there is only one gun, then it will be lost when the
ship has received 1 of its total DP.

G. The year the first ship of the class was completed.

H. The total number of ships in the class that were completed.

I. The maximum average speed of the ships in the class (in knots rounded to the nearest even number

for game purposes).

J. The Loss Factor or the number of Damage Points the ship can take before it will lose two knots of
speed.

K. The Standard Displacement of the class (in tons)

L. The total number of Damage Points the ship can sustain before being considered sunk (calculated by
multiplying the Standard Displacement by .033).

M. The maximum amount of armor (in inches) on the Deck (D), Sidebelt (B), Conning Tower (C), and main
battery Turrets (T), or in the case of aircraft carriers, Hangar (H). The Deck armor is usually
the total of all decks protecting the vital machinery and the Turret armor is the average amount
of armor on the top and face of the turret.

N. The cruising radius of the ship in nautical miles at a given cruising speed in knots.

The number and size {in inches) of the torpedo tubes carried aboard.

P. The use of an asterisk after the size of the tubes indicated that the tubes were fixed, submerged,
or otherwise untrainable.

Q. The Loss Factor for the Torpedo Tubes used similar to B. above.

R. The number and size (in inches or millimeters) of all DP or AA guns on the ship as completed.
Some ships (like HMS INVIABLE) have DP guns which will be listed both in position R. and C. or D.

S. The total AA Factor for the gquns (calculated by multiplying the number of guns in the particular
battery by the factors listed on CHART E).

T. The number of Depth Charges carried aboard ship.

U. The number of aircraft Catapults carried aboard ship.

V. The number of mines carried aboard ship.

W. The number of Aircraft carried aboard ship.

X. The average amount of armor on the ship used only when using the Armor Average method of damage
determination (calculated by taking the average of the amounts listed for D, B, C, and T). 1In
cases where no amount of armor is listed, then use 1" as the amount. The letter following this
average is the Armor Type (see CHART U).

Y. The length of the ship at the waterline (used for torpedo calculation).

Z. The range of the guns listed to the left at maximum elevation (range given in yards)

a. The number of rounds of ammunition available to that battery.

b. The maximum sustained rate of fire for the battery (given in shells per two minutes per gun).

AIRCRAFT

The aircraft data that follows represents a listing of the most frequently encountered naval aircraft
types as well as a few of the more prominent army aircraft. Only the major powers that actually produced
the aircraft have been included due to the fact that most of the smaller countries usually purchased their
aircraft from the countries listed.

The first line of the data includes the name of the manufacturer, the period during which the aircraft
saw service, the service designation, the Attack Value/Defense Value of the aircraft, and the typical of-
fensive load. The second line includes the name of the aircraft, its Maximum Speed/Cruising Speed, its
Normal Range/Maximum Range in nautical miles, its Service Ceiling in feet, and an alternative offensive
load. It should be noted that the maximum range is usually when the aircraft is carrying extra fuel and,
thus a reduced offensive load.

Much of the information for the various aircraft cannot be called 100% correct due to the fact that
sources provided conflicting data for the same aircraft. This is unfortunate, but understandable because
there are a number of factors that can affect a particular plane's performance (i.e. weight, headwinds,

tailwinds, etc.).
